Once all of the information is gathered, the Metro
Centre will forward the request on to Freedom Calls to schedule the airtime on
the satellite. Before a call can be scheduled the Metro Centre must have 3 days
and times when the soldier is available for the conference, since Freedom Calls
may not al ways be able to accommodat e
